Lincoln County Water District Contract Renewal 

COLUMBIA, Mo.—Public Water Supply District No. 1 of Lincoln County, Mo., has renewed its water and wastewater operations and maintenance contract with Columbia-based Alliance Water Resources. The 10-year contract renewal became effective Jan. 1, 2011.  This is the third time since 1995 that PWSD 

No. 1 of Lincoln County has chosen to renew its contract with Alliance.

Under the terms of the new agreement, the district board continues to set policy and guidelines, and Alliance is charged with the implementation of those policies. Alliance provides the district with utility services, including customer service, meter reading and computerized billing, preventive maintenance, capital improvements planning, technical services, development of annual state-mandated consumer confidence reports, and financial reporting and evaluations.  
Alliance has been instrumental in helping the district board create a strategic plan, restructure its debt and continue with planned district improvements to meet new regulations, improve services and provide more water for fire protection. 

Improvements implemented under Alliance’s management include:

· a new pressurized sewer collection and treatment system located in underground chambers adjacent to each customer’s home; 

· upgrading the water distribution system in 2003 by replacing or adding more than 17 miles of larger capacity pipe; 

· substantially increasing water supply and storage capacity by adding a new deep well in 2003 and an elevated storage tank in 2009; 

· the construction of a state-of-the-art membrane bioreactor wastewater treatment plant in 2008 that replaced an existing lagoon that was unable to meet new effluent limits due to more stringent discharge requirements. 

PWSD No. 1 serves 13,700 residents in Lincoln County, and wholesales water to the City of Winfield. The district’s office, located outside of Winfield, also bills and collects sewer charges for the city of Old Monroe and the village of Fountain N’ Lakes.
